Novice  Competent   Expert 

Has difficulty identifying 

degree of tear or anatomy 

of sphincter and rectal 

layers. 

 Identifies key structures 

without assistance. 

Recognizes sphincter 

and rectal layers 

 Accurately and rapidly identifies 

layers and prepares laceration 

for closure efficiently 

 

Flow of Repair: 

Novice  Competent   Expert 

Frequently stops operating 

and seemed unsure of 

next move 

 Demonstrates some 

forward planning with 

reasonable progression 

of procedure 

 Obviously plans course of 

operating with effortless flow 

from one move to the next 

 

Use of Assistants:
