	Push instrument vertically into skin and rotate it to cut through the skin and into subcutaneous fat

	Push down surrounding tissue, grasp the tissue plug with forceps or skin hook, and lift away specimen (cut base with sharp tissue scissors if needed)

	Apply pressure for hemostasis; may apply Monsel’s, aluminum chloride or silver nitrate if needed, or proceed to suture

	Optional: Suture with nonabsorbable suture material for most punches >3mm diameter
Note: Consider completing Simple Skin Laceration Repair BSQ as well

	Apply appropriate ointment and dressing over the wound

	Post-procedure education to patient
 Symptom control    Wound care (wash 3-4 times daily, follow with antibiotic ointment)   
 Return-to-care problems    Follow-up, plan regarding specimen results

	Diagnosis and procedure codes correct (11100 for single biopsy, 11101 each additional)
