Qualifications for Family Medicine Core Privileges
To be eligible for Family Medicine Core Privileges the applicant must meet the following qualifications, unless waived by the Department Chair.
· Successful completion of an ACGME or AOA-accredited residency in Family Medicine.

· Current certification or active participation in the examination process leading to certification in Family Medicine by the American Board of Family Medicine or the American Osteopathic Board of Family Medicine, or equivalent credentials as determined by the Department Chair and Credentials and Privileges Committee.

Family Medicine Core Privileges

In the course of performing outpatient and inpatient responsibilities at the University of California, Davis Medical Center 
and clinics, certain procedures are considered to be an essential part of the specialty of Family Medicine.  

Family Medicine Core Privileges include:
· Admit, evaluate, diagnose, perform history and physical examinations, and provide treatment in ambulatory and inpatient settings to adult and pediatric patients presenting with general medical disorders.  Privileges do not include primary management of critically ill patients in an ICU setting unless specifically granted.  
· Primary and advanced management of adult and pediatric patients with general medical disorders. 
· General inpatient and outpatient medical procedures including: anoscopy, arterial puncture,  performance and bedside interpretation of electrocardiogram, nasogastric tube placement, removal of non-penetrating corneal foreign body, removal of foreign body from conjunctival sac, ear, nose, skin,  lumbar puncture and infant circumcision 
· Diagnostic and therapeutic dermatologic procedures including: aspiration of subcutaneous cysts, incision and drainage of subcutaneous abscess, cryotherapy of benign skin lesions, skin biopsy and excision, suture of uncomplicated lacerations, and toenail removal
· Musculoskeletal procedures including: diagnostic and therapeutic joint aspiration and injection, trigger fingers, tendonitis, bursitis, splinting and casting of uncomplicated minor closed fractures and uncomplicated dislocations
· Women’s health procedures including: breast mass and cyst aspiration, diaphragm fitting, endometrial biopsy, intrauterine device insertion and removal, and contraceptive implant insertion and removal.  
Qualifications for Family Medicine Obstetrics Core Privileges

To be eligible for Family Medicine Obstetrics Core Privileges the applicant must meet the requirements for Family Medicine Core Privileges as well as meet the following additional qualifications, unless waived by the Department Chair.
· Training and experience including the performance of a minimum of 30 deliveries in an ACGME or AOA-accredited residency in Family Medicine.  
· Current ALSO Provider status through successful completion of the AAFP’s Advanced Life Support for Obstetrics (ALSO) Course.  
Applicants should check the box below to indicate they are applying for Family Medicine Obstetrics Core Privileges:

Family Medicine Obstetrics Core Privileges include:

· Admit, evaluate, diagnose, perform history and physical examinations, and manage patients at any stage of pregnancy including providing comprehensive obstetrical care and delivery. 
· Obstetrical privileges include episiotomy, local anesthesia, amniotomy, repair of obstetrical lacerations, uncomplicated cephalic vaginal delivery, and routine operative obstetrics. 
Applicants for Family Medicine Obstetrics Core Privileges are encouraged to apply for Ultrasound Privileges (listed separately under Additional Privileges).

Additional Privileges
To be eligible to apply for a privilege listed below, it is recommended that the applicant have had additional training and/or clinical experience beyond that required for certification by the American Board of Family Medicine.  The applicant should be able to demonstrate and/or document competence in performing the requested procedure(s).

Applicants requesting initial appointment privileges should check the “request” box to the left of the each additional procedure for which they are requesting privileges.  Applicants should provide procedure documentation or related documentation demonstrating competence for each privilege requested.  Recommended procedures are listed for initial appointment privileging criteria.  However, if an applicant has significant training for an additional procedure but does not meet specific number listed, the applicant is encouraged to discuss qualifications with the Department Chair  who may grant privileges.
Applicants requesting reappointment privileges should check the “request” box to the left of each additional procedure for which they are requesting privileges.  Applicants should document the approximate number of procedures they have performed since last appointment under the “reappointment” box.

	Hospital-wide Category 1 Ultrasound Privileges:  limited or emergency use of ultasonography in selected circumcstances.  Limited Obstetric Ultrasound Privileges include examination for fetal number, fetal life (heartbeat), fetal position (breech presentation), placenta position (previa) and amniotic fluid volume.

	Physician must be a member of the Medical Staff who has completed a residency program and is board certified in his/her field of study or able to document equivalent training or experience.  The physician must provide written documentation of his/her training or experience in the limited use of ultrasonography.  The specific limited ultrasound privilege requested must be identified on the privilege delineation.  The proctoring plan will require five direct reviews.

	Family physicians must be currently certified Diplomates of the ABFM in order to apply and maintain certification in a CAQ. Successful CAQ candidates will be awarded the ABFM Certificate of Added Qualifications. The certificate will be valid for ten years, at which time recertification is required for renewal of the certificate.

Proctoring
Proctoring may begin as soon as the provider has been granted privileges and begins providing patient care.  Proctoring consists of both direct (live observation of provider performing patient care / procedure) and retrospective (chart review of patient care/procedure) reviews of applicants.  Proctoring must be completed within the first year of granting of privileges.  
Family Medicine Core Privileges:

Any inpatient or ambulatory encounter included in the Family Medicine Core Privileges may be proctored.  Proctors may be any active Medical Staff members of the UC Davis Department of Family and Community Medicine.  The proctoring plan will be a total of five direct reviews and ten retrospective reviews for the Family Medicine Core Privileges. Applicants who completed training at UCDMC within the past three years will have a proctoring plan of three direct and seven retrospective reviews.

Family Medicine Obstetrics Core Privileges:

The proctoring plan for Family Medicine Obstetrics Core Privileges will be a total of three direct reviews and five retrospective reviews for the Family Medicine Core Obstetrics Privileges.  Applicants who have completed training at UCDMC within the past three years will have a proctoring plan of two directs and three retrospective reviews. Proctors may be any active Medical Staff member who has Family Medicine Obstetrics Core Privileges or Obstetrics Core Privileges granted through the UC Davis Department of Obstetrics and Gynecology.
