OBJECTIVES FOR CORE CONCEPTS SMALL GROUP DISCUSSION

Instructions:  Two students will be chosen to portray Barb and Jerry Davis while their classmates interview them individually and discuss their findings.  During discussion, students will identify and discuss issues in providing care to the Davis family that typify the Core Concepts of Family Medicine.  The goal is to expand beyond pharmacotherapy for the various medical conditions and begin to understand the biopsychosocial complexities of comprehensive care in the context of beliefs, culture, socioeconomic constraints, and community.  

The core concepts of family medicine include the dozen “C’s” below:

-Comprehensive Care

-Communication

-Cradle to Grave care

-Community-health-minded/ Bridge to Community Agencies and Community Resources

-CQI (providing evidence-based, up-to-date care)

-Building Concordance and Collaboration/ Identifying causes of non-compliance

-Compassionate care

-Cost-effective care

-Culturally competent care

-Confidentiality

Objectives
Given the Davis’ clinical vignettes and case presentations, students will be able to:

1.
Relate basic medical and scientific principles to the clinical vignette and case presentation while also thinking about the various community agencies available for this case scenario.

2.
Derive learning issues and questions to be asked to content experts for the following concepts of Family Medicine:

a.
How continuity of care affects health care delivery

b.
Impact of psychosocial elements in wellness and disease states (i.e. relationships, support systems, rules/patterns, etc.) - communication
c.
Family dynamics and family systems as they apply to clinical practice - comprehensiveness
d.
Preventive medicine concepts and health maintenance protocols - CQI
e.
Confidentiality and how the family physician functions as a manager of the health care delivery team and as the coordinator for health care resources – cradle-to-grave care
f. 
Cost-effective health care delivery

g. How the various community resources are a service to health care delivery

h. The importance of patient compliance/concordance
i. Differential diagnosis of vesicular rash; diagnosis, medication management and treatment goals for high cholesterol, high blood pressure, diabetes and metabolic syndrome.

3.
Demonstrate an understanding of core concepts and community resources in family medicine during case discussion between peers and faculty.

4.
Incorporate concepts of Evidence-Based Medicine into the discussion and learning issues.

Seek help, advice and resources when appropriate while discussing the case and learning issues.

Cooperate, work efficiently and respect faculty and peers during discussion.

Actively participate in all group discussions, as well as display initiative, integrity, and professional/personal maturity.
